To amend the provisions of the Canned Fruit Export Marketing 

Act, 1967, relating to the constitution and financial year of 
the South African Canned Fruit Export Board; to prohibit 
certain persons from offering to export any canned fruit for 
sale; to provide for the payment of certain amounts in re­
spect of the issue of licences to export canned fruit for sale; 
and to provide for incidental matters.

BE IT ENACTED by the State President, the Senate and the 
House of Assembly of the Republic of South Africa, as 

follows:­

1. The following section is hereby substituted for section 4 of 
the Canned Fruit Export Marketing Act, 1967 (hereinafter 
referred to as the principal Act): 

"Constitu­ 4. (1) The board shall consist of twelve members 
tion of the appointed by the Minister of whom-board.
