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NATIONAL WELFARE AMENDMENT ACT, 1976. Act No. 44, 1976

ACT

To amend the National Welfare Act, 1965, so as to provide for the
extension of the period of office of members of the board,
commissions and regional welfare boards and the period of
validity of nomination lists,

BE IT ENACTED by the State President, the Senate and the
House of Assembly of the Republic of South Africa, as
follows:—

“(1A) The period of office of a member of the board, a
commission or regional welfare board which would other-
wise expire on 30 June 1976, may be extended by the
Minister for a period not exceeding two years or periods
not exceeding two years in the aggregate.”.

“(1A) The period of validity of any nomination list which
would otherwise expire on 30 June 1976, may be extended
by the Minister for a period not exceeding two years or for
periods not exceeding two years in the aggregate.”,

3. This Act shall be called the National Welfare Amendment Short title,
Act, 1976.
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
