ACT 

To amend the Departure from the Union Regulation 
Act, 1955, so as to adjust its provisions in view of 
the independence of Namibia; to delete or replace 
certain obsolete definitions; to provide for the 
departure from Namibia of persons under the age of 
16 years who do not hold passports and the notifica­
tion of departure of non-citizens in case of ships; 
and to provide for matters incidental thereto. 

(Signed hy the President on 23 July 1993) 

BE IT ENACTED by the Parliament of the Repu­
blic of Namibia, as follows:-

1. Section I of the Departure from the Union 
Regulation Act, 1955 (hereinafter referred to as the 
principal Act), is hereby amended -
