ORDINANCE 
To amend the Fencing Proelamahon,. 1921. 

( A••eneed to l!Srd June, 1955. 
(EngU•h te:z:t •igned br the Admini•trtJtor.) 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Legislative Assembly for 
the Territory of South West Mrica as followo:-

1. Section two of the Fencmg Proclam~tion, 1921 
(Proelamation 57 of 1921), beremafter called the principal 
Proclamation, is hereby amended by the insertion of the 
following definition at the end thereof:-

"jackal proof fencel' means a fence of steel wire and 
wire netting erected on, or as n·Jar as pogsible to, 
the boundary between two holdings in accordance 
with the following directions-

(i) the straining posts to be no further than live 
hundred yards apart; ,,._._;.;Lt ~ 

(ii) the standards to b4 iron, hard-wood or treated 
wood (four inches'f ht• diameter at the thin end), 
planted at least two feet de·'P in the ground 
except when hard rock is encounter0d when 1J. 

depth of twelve inches will be sufficient;

two, three or four droppers to be uged according 
as the standards are respectively ten, fifteen or 
twenty yards apart; 
the droppers to be at least one and a half incbeo 
thick at the thin end;

bottom - to support the wire netting; 
the width of the wire netting to be at least 
four feet - three and a half feot to be per­
pendicuhr and six inches buried underground 
or folded over and packed down with stones; 
two strands of steel (or barbed) wire three or 
four inches apart to be strung above the wire 
netting; 
the wire nettin~ to be thre-o or three and a half 
inches in mesh. ' 

2. The following section is hereby inserted after ~ection 
thirty-four of the. principal Proclamation:-

"34 bi•. If the owner of a holding erects jackalproof 
fencing be shall be entitled to fold the lower six inches 
of the fencing over on his neighbour's side s.nd to/ack 
it down with stones, to obtain the material neede for 
the folding over and packing down from his neigh­
bour's land, and to convey such material by meso9 of 
a vehicle." 

3. This Ordinance shall be called the Fencing Procla­
mation Amendment Ordinance, 1955.
