PRELIMINARY. 

1. The laws mentioned in the First sdtedule to ·this 
Proclam~tion shal~ be and are hereby repealed to the extent 
set out In the third ooJ,umn of that Schedule, ,together With 
so much of any other law as may be repugnant to. or in·

. CHAPTER I. 

MOIUlgement of the Banft. 

3. (1) The Bank shall be control'led by a Board consist­
ing of not less than four and not more than five members, 
the .number to be determined from time to time by the Ad­
ministrator, one of whom shall be the Managing Director. 
These members shall be appointed by tlte Administrator, and 
shall, subject to the provisions of section elevm, hold office 
for a per1od of three years. .· . , ; , 

(2) · The Managing Director or person acting a~ such 
shall be chairman of the Board. The Manager ot : person 
acting as such shall, wlle.J practicable, . attend all meetings 
of the BOard, but.jn an advisory capacity only, and. shilll' not 
b~ entitled to vote. . 

{3) In the event of the absence or incapacitation by 
sickness or. o~her caus~ of the Chairman, the Administrator 
shall appo1nt any other member of the Board to act as 
Chairman during t~e period of such sidqtess or incap~itation. 
The person so achng may exen:ise all the powers and shai'l 
discharge all the duti·es by this Proclamation or by any 
other law exercisable or to be per:formed by the ch'airman. 

4. (1) Every member of the Board shall receive out 
of the funds of the Bank such remuneration and allowances 
M the Administrator may from time to time determine. 

(2) Every member of the Board, when travelling on 
the business of the Bank, sh'all be pa.id out of the funds of 
tile Bank, in addition to any remuneration or atlowances which 
may. be payable under sub-section (1), · 

(a) his rail fare when travelling by rail, and 

(b) where there is ~o railway between the points traversed, 
an allowance towards transport according to a tariff 
framed by the Administrator; 

(c) an allowance towards subsistence according to a tariff 
framed by the Administrator, when carrying out special 
duties. · 

5. (1) The Administrator shall appoint, on such terms 
and condftions as he may deem fit, a managing direct·:Jr, 
and may authorise the payment to such managing director, 
in addition to salary or any other emolument, of a bonus 
in respect of his servioes and may suspend from duty or 
remove from office · any such managing director. 

. . (2) Subject to the approval of ·the Administrator, the 
Board may, from time to time, appoi1nt, on such terms and 
conditions as it may deem fit, a manager and such officers 
aild clerks as may be necessary for conducting the business of 
the Bank, and may, subject to the like approval, 

(a) pay to any such manager, officer or clerk, in addf.tion 
· to salary or any other emolmDent, a bonus in rewect 
of his services, 

and 
(b) Sll$J)end .from duty or remov·e from office any such 

manager, officer or clerk. 

(3) The MaililJlirul director shall, subject to the direction 
and control of the Adiiiinistrator, be the diief executive officer 
of the bank.

ADVANCES AND SECURITIES. 
A. General.

made on a form prescribed by the board and shall state the 
purpose for which the advanoe is required. 

18. ( 1) No advance shall be made to any person except 
upon a resolution of a duly constituted meeting of the board 
at ~hich the question of making the advance is properly 
considered, or un~il the bond or any other security which is 
proposed to be g1ven to secure the advance has been register­
ed as by law required or otherwise completed. 

(2) No advance btA'IIl fide made to any person who, or 
society or oompany which, is discov-ered, after the advance 
or any part thereof has been made, not to be or not to 
have been ion the case of an individual, a farmer or in the 
case o~ a society or company, a oo-operati~ society or com­
pany, shall entai.l' any personal liability upon the board or 
any officer of the bank, but the board may rduse to .pay any 
further instalments of the authorised advance, and may at -
once. proceed to call in and recover in manner, hereinafter 
provided, the amoWit already advanced.

mation · Provided that the board may d1spense wliith a valuation 

. where the property offered as secur:Jty has already been valued 
by a valuator ap.pointed under this Proclamation. 

The valuator shalt reoord on the prescribed form his 
valuation of. the security and return the form to t'he 
Magistrate. 

(2) The Magistrate receiving the applkation shaU report 
as to the value of the said property, and to the ch'aracter,i 
ability, occupation, and general suitabil'ity of the applicant 
and as to the advisability of maki:ng the advance. Tile Ma· 
gistrate shall transmit the application and his report to the 
bank.
