And whereas it is expedient to make provision for 
the control of the pursuit in Native areas of certain 
professions, businesses, trades or callings by holders 
of licences which al'e of force and effect throughout 
any Province or area not conterminous with a Native 
area; 

Now, therefore, under and by virtue of the powers 
and authorities vested in me by sub-section (1) of 
s-ection t7wenty-five of the Native Administration Act, 
1927 (Act No. 38 of 1927), read in conjunction with 
section twent'Y-one of the Native Trust and Land Act, 
1936 (Act No. 18 of 1936), hereinafter referred to as 
the Act, I do hereby declare as follows:­

1. (1) Notwithstanding anything contained in 
an)7 other law-· 

(a) no person shall carryon the business of a 
hawker, pedlar or dealer or speculator in live­
stock or produce in any scheduled native area or 
on land in a released area of which the 'l'rust is 
the registered owner or which has been transferred 
by the Trust to a Native, or on any public road 
within or tr.aversing any such area, "ave with the 
permission in writing of the Minister; and 

(b) no person, unless he has been granted per­
mission under paragraph (a) or ig the holder ofa 
licence granted under any law authorising him to 
carryon any business, trade or calling in a 
scheduled Nitive area or on land in a released 
area of which the '-Crust is the registered owner 
or which has been transferred by the Trust to a 
Native, shall sell or deliver to any Native in such 
area or on such land, or on any public road with­
in or traversing any such area, any goods, wares 
or merchandise in the course of trade, save with 
the permission in writing of the lfinister. '1'he 
Minister may grant or refuse such permission; 
and, in granting permission, may prescribe such 
conditions as he may deem fit. A certificate 
under the hand of the Secretary for Native 
Affairs, or, in the e,'ent of the"delegation of 
functions by the Minister under section 2, of the 
Chief Native Commissioner, shall be conclusive 
_proof of such grant or refusal. 

(2) The provisions of paragraph (b) of "lIb-section 
(l) shall not apply in respect of the sale ,01' delivery 
of any goods, wares or merchandise to any :xative 
who is lawfully carrying on any business," trade or 
calling in a scheduled Native area or on land in a 
released area of which the Trust or a Native is the 
registered owner.
