To provide for the registration and control of dogs in
the area of the KaNgwane Legislative Assembly.

Be it enacted by the KaNgwane Legislative Assembly:
Definitions

1. In this Act, uvnless the context otherwise indi-
cates—

“authorised officer” means—

(a) a magistrate appointed in terms of the pro-
visions of the Magistrates’ Courts Act, 1944 (Act
32 of 1944);

(b) a person appointed by a magistrate for the
purpose of collecting fees in terms of this Act in a
specific area within the district over which such
magistrate has jurisdiction;

(c) for the purpose of paragraphs (b) and (c) of
section 9 also an assistant referred to in section 8
(1); and

(d) a full time member of the South African
Police;

“Councillor” means the Executive Councillor respons-
ible for the department of Authority Affairs and Fi-
nance;

“KaNgwane” means the area for which the KaNgwane
Legislative Assembly has been established;

“owner” in relation to a dog, includes any person
who has the custody or control of a dog, and also the
occupier of any premises and the kraalhead of a kraal
where any dog is permitted to live or remain, unless
such occupier or kraalhead proves that such dog is not
owned by him and was permitted to live or remain on
such premises or at such kraal without his sanction or
knowledge;

“prescribed” means prescribed under this Act;

“registration certificate” means a registration certi-
ficate referred to in section 4;

“this Act” includes any regulations made thereun-
der;

“tribal authority” means a tribal authroity esta-
blished in terms of the provisions of the Black Authori-
ties Act, 1951 (Act 68 of 1951).

Liability to register dog and to pay levy

2. No person shall keep a dog that is six months old
or older, unless he has caused such dog to be registered
and has paid the prescribed levy in respect of the
dog.

Registration of dogs

3. (1) Each owner shall apply. within 30 days
after the commencement of this Act or, if the dog has
then not yet come into his possession or under his con-
trol, within 30 days after the dog has come into his
possession or under his control, and thereafter on or
before 31 March of every ensuing year, for the registra-
tion of such dog.

(a) who is aggrieved by a decision of the authorised
officer in terms of the said paragraph, shall have the
right of appeal to the magistrate of the district in
which he resides and the decision of such magistrate
shall be final;

(i) in the case of a bitch which has been spayed
and of which the incision made by the veterinary
surgeon is not clearly discernable, the authorised
officer shall demand from the owner a certificate by
such veterinary surgeon to the effect that such bitch
has been spayed;

(iii) upon application for a licence by a blind per-
son, the magistrate of the district in which he
resides may authorise the issue of a registration cer-
tificate, free of charge, in respect of one dog used by
such blind person as a guide dog; and

(iv) the owner of a dog duly licenced in a part
of the Republic of South Africa, other than KaNgwane
shall, when introducing such dog into KaNgwane, be
exempted from payment of the prescribed licence
fee for he current year, and the licence issued to
such owner in respect of such dog shall be deemed
to be a registration certificate issued in terms of this
Act.

Disposal of levies

6. (1) 50 per cent of all levies collected in terms of
this Act within the area of jurisdiction of a tribal
authority shall accrue to such Tribal Authority and
50 per cent shall be paid to the KaNgwane Revenue
Fund.

(2) All levies collected in terms of this Act in areas
in respect of which no Tribal Authority exists, shall
be paid to the KaNgwane Revenue Fund.

Van kant making van honde

9. Enige hond mag onverwyld van kant gemaak
word—

Algemene oortredings
10. Enige persoon wat—

(c) versuim of nalaat om, wanneer hy deur :n

gemagtigde beampte daartoe versoek word, 'n
registrasiesertifikaat of hond te toon; of

the owner of a dog has his permanent home or, if
he has no permanent home, where the owner of a dog
finds himself on the first day of January of the year
concerned.

Right of entry of authorised officer and pendlties for
obstructing him

8. (1) An authorised officer may, for any purpose
connected with the carrying out of the provisions of
this Act, at all reasonable times and without previous
notice, enter upon any land or enter any premises, to
make such examination and enquiry as he may deem
necessary and may take with him an assistant on to
such land or premises. ,

(2) Any authorised officer may, while he is on
such land or premises or at any other time or place,
question, either alone or in the presence of any other
person, any person who, in the opinion of such autho-
rised officer, may be able to furnish any information
required by him for any purpose.

(3) Any person who occupies land or premises and
any employee of any such person shall, upon the
request of an authorised officer, assist such authorised
officer to enter such land or premises in order to exer-
cise the powers vested in him by subsections (1) and
2).

(4) Any person who—

(a) makes a false statement to an authorised offi-
cer knowing such statement to be false; or

(b) refuses ar fails to answer any question which
an authorised officer has put to him in the execu-
tion of his powers or duties under this Act; or

(¢) refuses or fails to comply with a lawful
request by an authorised officer in the execution of
his powers and duties; or

(d) resists or hinders or obstructs any authorised
officer in the execution of his powers and duties; or

(e) falsely pretends to be an authorised officer; or

(f) contravenes or fails to comply with the pro-
visions of subsection (3);

shall be guilty of an offence and be liable on convic-
tion to a fine not exceeding R100 or in default of pay-
ment, to imprisonment for a period not exceeding six
months.

Destruction of dogs
9. Any dog may forthwith be destroyed—

(a) by, or on the order of the owner, lessee or
occupier of a farm, portion of a farm or allotment
if found trespassing thereon;

(b) by, or on the order of any authorised officer
if it is at large and appears to be ownerless or
unclaimed; and

(c) by, or on the order of any authorised officer
if it is found at large and the owner or person having
custody thereof, refuses or fails to register it and pay
the levy due in respect of such dog.

General offences
10. Any person who-—

(a) contravenes gny provision of this Act; or

(b) fails or neglects to register a dog within the
period prescribed by section 3 (1); or

(c) fails or neglects to produce a registration
certificate or a dog when requested thereto by an
authorised officer; or
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(d) die eienaar is van, of in besit gevind word

(i) in die geval van ’n oortreding van paragrawe
(@), (b), (c) of (d) tot 'n boete van hoogstens R15
of, by wanbetaling, tot gevangenisstraf van hoog-
stens een maand; en

(i) in alle ander gevalle, tot 'n boete van hoog-
stens R100 of, by wanbetaling, tot gevangenisstraf
van ses maande.

Eienaar van oortredende hond skuldig aan misdryf

11. Die eienaar van 'n hond wat op enige grond
oortree, is, indien sodanige hond skade veroorsaak
terwyl dit aldus oortree, skuldig aan ’n misdryf en
by skuldigbevinding strafbaar met ’'n boete van hoog-
stens R50 of, by wanbetaling, met gevangenisstraf van
hoogstens drie maande en die hof mag beveel dat
sodanige hond van kant gemaak word.

Vermoedens

(f) uses or utters a false registration certificate
knowing it to be false; or

(g) is found in possession of a registration certifi-
cate issued to another person in respect of another
dog, and who cannot give a satisfactory account for
such possession;

shall be guilty of an offence and liable on conviction—

(i) in the case of a contravention of paragraphs
(a), (b), (c) or (d) to a fine not exceeding R15 or,
in default of payment, to imprisonment for a period
not exceeding one month; and

(ii) in all other cases, to a fine not exceeding
R100 or, in default of payment, to imprisonment for
a period not exceeding six months.

Owner of trespassing dog guilty of an offence

11. The owner of a dog which trespasses on any
land shall, if such dog causes damage whilst thus tres-
passing, be guilty of an offence and liable on convic-
tion to a fine not exceeding R50 and, in default of
payment, to imprisonment not exceeding three months,
and the court may order the destruction of such dog.

Presumptions .

12. (1) In any proceedings instituted in terms of this
Act against any person on the ground that he is keeping
a dog which is older than six months without it having
been registered, it shall be presumed that such dog is
six months old or older unless the contrary is proved.

(@) In any prosecution under section 11 it shall be
presumed that the person in whose custody and under
whose control the dog which trespassed actually was
at the time of such trespass, is the owner of such dog
unless the contrary is proved.

Recovery by civil process

13. Notwithstanding any other penalty in terms of
this Act having been imposed on a person, levies found
to be due by such person under this Act may be
recovered from such person as though a civil judgment
was passed in respect thereof in favour of the Ka-
Ngwane government and the rules in regard to the
attachment of property, as prescribed in the Magis-
trates’ Courts Act, 1944 (Act 32 of 1944), and regula-
tions thereunder, shall be applicable.

Regulations
14. (1) The Councillor may make regulations—

(a) prescribing the forms to be used for the pur-
pose of this Act as well as the form of the registra-
tion certificate to be issued thereunder;

(b) prescribing the remuneration to be paid to
authorised officers referred to in section 1 where such
persons are not officers of the KaNgwane Govern-
ment Service or the Public Service of the Republic of
South Africa; or

(ACT 4 OF 1980)

It is hereby notified that the State President has
approved of the following Act which was passed by the
KaNgwane Legislative Assembly and which is hereby
published for general information:

AREA OF THE KANGWANE LEGISLATIVE
ASSEMBLY

ACT

To levy a tax on citizens of KaNgwane and to repeal
the KaNgwane Development Tax Act, 1979,

Be it enacted by the KaNgwane Legislative
Assembly:

Definitions

1. In this Act, unless the context otherwise indica-
tes—

“citizen” means any person who is a citizen of
KaNgwane in terms of the provisions of the Black
States Citizenship Act, 1970 (Act 26 of 1970);

“Councillor” means the Executive Councillor respon-
sible for the department of Authority Affairs and
Finance;

“Director” means the Director of Authority Affairs
and Finance;

“KaNgwane” means the area for which the Ka-
Ngwane Legislative Assembly has been established as
amended from time to time;

“Magistrate” means—

(a) in respect of any district in KaNgwane, a
magistrate, additional magistrate and assistant magis-
trate appointed in terms of section 8 of the Magis-
trates’ Courts Act, 1944 (Act 32 of 1944);

(b) in respect of a district outsidle KaNgwane, a
Commissioner, Additional Commissioner and Assis-
tant Commissioner appointed in terms of section 2 (2)
of the Black Administration Act, 1927 (Act 38 of
1927) and where there is no such Commissioner, the
magistrate, additional magistrate, and assistant magis-
trate;

“receiver” means any magistrate and any person
appointed under section 11 (1) (a) to collect tax;

Heffing van belasting

2. Daar word ten bate van die Inkomstefonds en
ooreenkomstig die bepalings van hierdie Wet 'n belas-
ting, bekend as die KaNgwane Ontwikkelingsbelasting,
ten bedrae van R5 ten opsigte van elke belastingjaar
deur elke belastingpligtige betaal.

Betaling van belasting

3. Behoudens die bepalings van hierdie Wet is die
belasting by die kantoor van ’n ontvanger betaalbaar
op of voor die eerste dag van Julie van die betrokke
belastingjaar.

Uitstel vir betaling van belasting

4. 'n Ontvanger kan na goeddunke aan ’n belas-
tingpligtige by wyse van ’n uitstelsertifikaat en in die
mate wat in sodanige uitstelsertifikaat vermeld word,
uitstel verleen vir die betaling van belasting wat deur
sodanige belastingpligtige ingevolge hierdie Wet ver-
skuldig en betaalbaar is.

Vrystelling van belasting

(a) dat hy behoeftig is en weens ouderdom, chro-
niese siekte of enige ander oorsaak buite sy beheer,
verhinder word om genoeg te verdien om hom in
staat te stel om sodanige belasting te betaal; of

(b) dat vanwe€ sy gereelde bywoning van ’n op-
voedkundige inrigting wat by of kragtens enige wet
ingestel of kragtens 'n wet na behore geregistreer of
goedgekeur is, hy verhinder is om genoeg te verdien
om hom in staat te stel om sodanige belasting te
betaal.

(4) 'n Belastingpligtige wat ingevolge die bepalings
van die Wet op Swart Belasting, 1969 (Wet 92 van
1969) vrygestel is van die betaling van belastings deur
hom betaalbaar ingevolge hierdie Wet in die mate ver-
meld in die vrystellingsertifikaat wat kragtens artikel 13
van bedoelde Wet op Swart Belasting, 1969 aan hom
uitgereik is.

Intrekking van sertifikate

6. 'n Sertifikaat wat ingevolge artikel 4 of 5 uitgereik
is, kan te eniger tyd deur 'n ontvanger ingetrek word
indien hy oortuig is—

(a) dat dit bedrieglikerwys verkry is; of

“Revenue Fund” means the Revenue Fund estab-
lished by section 6 of the Black States Constitution Act,
1971 (Act 21 of 1971);

“tax” means the KaNgwane Development Tax levied
by section 2;

“taxpaver” means any male citizen who has attained
the age 18 years;

“tax year” means a period commencing on the
first day of January of any year and ending on the
1ast day of December of the same year.

Levy of tax

2. There shall be paid for the benefit of the Revenue
Fund and in accordance with the provisions of this
Act a tax, known as the KaNgwane Development
Tax, to the amount of R5 in respect of every tax year
by every taxpayer.

Payment df tax

3. Subject to the provisions of this Act, the tax is
payable at the office of any receiver on or before the
first day of July of the tax year concerned.

Extension of time for payment of tax

4. A receiver may in his discretion grant to any
taxpayer by way of certificate of extension and to
the extent mentioned in such certificate of extension,
an extension of time for the payment of tax due and
payable by such taxpayer in terms of this Act.

Exemption from tax

5. (1) Subject to the provisions of subsection (4),
any taxpayer shall be exempted from payment of tax
to the extent mentioned in a certificate of exemption
issued to him under this section.

(2) Any receiver shall issue to any taxpayer who
satisfies him that he has attained the age of 65 years,
a certificate exempting such taxpayer permanently
from payment of tax with effect from a date mentioned
in the certificate.

(3) Any receiver may issue to any taxpayer a cer-
tificate exempting such taxpayer from payment of tax
to the extent mentioned in the certificate if such tax-
payer satisfies him—

(a) that he is indigent and is prevented by reason
of age, chronic disease or any other cause beyond
his control from earning sufficient to enable him to
pay such tax; or

(b) that, in consequence of his regular attendance
at an educational institution established by or under
any law or duly registered or approved under any
law, he has been precluded from earning sufficient
to enable him to pay such tax.

(4 Any taxpayer who has been exempted in terms
of the provisions of the Black Taxation Act, 1969 (Act
92 of 1969), from the payment of taxes payable by
him in terms of that Act, is exempted from the pay-
ment of tax payable by him in terms of this Act to
the extent mentioned in the certificate of exemption
issued to him under section 13 of the said Black
Taxation Act, 1969.

Cancellation of certificates

6. Any certificate issued under section 4 or 5 may at
any time be cancelled by any receiver if he is satisfied—

(a) that it was obtained fraudulently; or

'n sertifikaat wat kragtens hierdie Wet aan hom uitge-
reik is ten opsigte van belasting vir enige jaar toon,
verplig is om enige sodanige kwitansie of sertifikaat
ten opsigte van sodanige belasting vir ‘n voorafgaande
jaar te toon nie.

(2) 'n Persoon wat 'n versoek kragtens subartikel (1)
tot 'n burger rig—

(a) besorg na insae en ondersoek enige dokument
wat deur sodanige burger getoon is, aan hom terug;
en

(b) kan sodanige burger sonder ‘n lasbrief in hegte-
nis neem indien laasgenoemde versuim om aan soda-
nige versoek te voldoen of deur sodanige persoon
vermoed word 'n misdryf ingevolge hierdie Wet te
gepleeg het.

(3) Daar word met ’n belastingpligtige wat kragtens
subartikel (2) in hegtenis geneem is, gehandel ooreen-
komstig die bepalings van artikel 50 van die Strafpro-
seswet, 1977 (Wet 51 van 1977), of hy word vrygelaat—

betaal word; of

(d) indien hy na sy inhegtenisneming aan die per-
soon wat hom in hegtenis geneem het, dokumente
toon wat voor sy inhegtenisneming kragtens hierdie
Wet aan hom uitgereik is waaruit dit blyk dat die
belasting ten volle betaal is of dat uitstel of vry-
stelling van die betaling van belasting aan hom ver-
leen is.

Verhaal van agterstallige belasting

8. (1) 'n Bedrag van belasting wat ingevolge: hierdie

KaNgwane en kan op die wyse uiteengesit in subartikel
(2) verhaal word.

(2) Wanneer 'n bedrag van belasting wat ingevolge
hierdie Wet deur ’n belastingpligtige betaalbaar is,
agterstallig is, kan die magistraat van die distrik waarin
sodanige belastingpligtige woon, met die doel om soda-

of this Act to furnish information as to his identity or
liability for tax or to produce a receipt in proof of
payment of tax or a certificate of extension referred
to in section 4 or a certificate of exemption referred to
in section 5 and may examine such receipt or certificate:

(a) shall after inspection and examination return
any document produced by such citizen to him;

(b) may arrest such citizen without a warrant if
the latter fails to comply with such request or is
suspected by such person of having committed an
offence in terms of this Act.

(3) Any taxpayer arrested under subsection (2) shall
be dealt with in accordance with the provisions of
section 50 of the Criminal Procedure Act, 1977 (Act
51 of 1977), or shall be released—

(a) if a certificate of exemption or extension in
respect of the tax which appears to be in arrear
is issued to him;

(b) if he furnishes security to the satisfaction of
the person who arrested him for payment of the
tax which appears to be in arrear;

(c) if the arrear tax is paid in full; or

(d) if, after his arrest, he produces to the person
who arrested him documents issued to him under
this Act before his arrest from which it appears that
the tax has been paid in full or that extension of
time or exemption from payment of tax has been
granted to him.

Recovery of arrear tax

8. (1) Any amount of tax which is in arrear in terms
of this Act, shall be a debt due to the Government of
KaNgwane and may be recovered in the manner set
forth in subsection (2).

(2) Whenever any amount of tax which is pay-
able by any taxpayer in terms of this Act is in
arrear, the mapgistrate of the district in which such
taxpayer resides may, for the purpose of recovering
such amount, issue a warrant of execution against the

Administration

11. (1) The Director shall be responsible for the
collection of tax and may—

(a) appoint any person or body as receiver to
collect tax on his behalf: Provided that any magi-
strate shall be deemed to be so appointed;

(b) delegate any of his powers under this Act to
any officer, whether seconded or not, in the Govern-
ment Service of KaNgwane or in the government
service of any other Black state or to any officer in
the Public Service of the Republic;

(i) forges or utters, knowing it to be forged, any
receipt or certificate used for the purposes of this

ASSEMBLY

ACT

To provide for the custody, care and control of archives
in KaNgwane and for matters incidental thereto

Be it enacted by the KaNgwane Legislative Assem-
bly, as follows:
Definitions

1. In this Act, unless the context otherwise indi-
cates—

“accessions” means any documents or records acqui-
red in terms of section 6;

“archives” means any documents or records received
or created in any office during the course of the
conduct of the business in such office and which are,
from their nature or in terms of any other law, not
required to be dealt with otherwise than in accor-
dance with or in terms of the provisions of this Act,
and shall include accessions;

“archives depot” means an archives depot referred
to in section 4;

“archives officer” means the archives officer referred
to in section 3;

“Director” means the Director of Education and
Culture;

“Executive Councillor” means the Executive Coun-
cillor charged with the administration of the Depart-
ment of Education and Culture;

“Government” means the Government of Ka-
Ngwane;

“KaNgwane” means the area for which the Ka-
Ngwane Legislative Assembly has been established, as
amended from time to time;

“office” means any office of the Government or of
a regional authority or tribal authority established in
terms of the Black Authorities Act, 1951 (Act 68 of
1951) in KaNgwane;

“public” any person who does not, in his official
capacity, have access to archives or accessions in the
course of the execution of his functions in an office or
who is not in temporary custody or archives or acces-
sions;

“regulations” means regulations made under this Act;

“this Act” includes the regulations.

Executive Councillor exercises control over archives and
accessions

2. Subject to the provisions of this Act the Execu-
tive Councillor shall exercise control over the custody
and care of archives.

(2) Subject to the provisions of this Act, any other
law and conditions on which accessions are acquired,
the archives officer—

(a) is charged with the custody, care and control
of archives;

(b) may inspect or cause to be inspected any
archives in so far as such inspection may be neces-
sary for the performance of his functions under this
Act, and may, with the approval of the Director,
authorise the destruction of any archives of which
the further or permanent custody is, in his opinion,
unnecessary or inappropriate;

{c) may advise any person charged with the cus-
tody care or control of any archives, in regard to
the custody, care and filing thereof;

(d) may, with the approval of the Director, publish
or cause to be published or authorise the publica-
tion of any archives or original sources or any thesis
or other work based on a study of any archives or
such sources;

(e) may, with the approval of the Director, gran-
ted after consultation with the Executive Councillor
by donation, exchange or otherwise dispose of any
archives in an archives depot which are redundant
or unsuitable for any archives depot, to any library,
museum or other body;

(f) may, on the application by any person and on
payment of the fees prescribed by regulation, do
research into any archives and make copies thereof
or extracts therefrom for such person;

(g) may cause any archives to be repaired or
bound or otherwise dealt with as he may deem neces-
sary for the proper preservation thereof; and

(h) shall perform such other duties in connection
with archives as the Executive Councillor may direct.

Archives depots

4. There shall be—

(a) an archives depot for the custody of archives;
and

(b) such additional archives depots for the cus-
tody of archives and such temporary archives depots
for the temporary custody of archives as the Exe-
cutive Councillor may from time to time determine.

Transfer of archives to depot

5. All archives in an office shall be transferred to the
archives depot determined by the archives officer when
they are 30 years old or older or, if the archives
are less than 30 years cld, when the archives officer
so directs.
