	 2.	 Regulation 5 of the Regulations is amended by the addition after subregulation (6) 
of the following subregulation:

“(7)	 A-

(a)	 furniture allowance, equivalent to the furniture allowance payable to the Speaker, is 
payable to the Chief Justice; and

(b)	 furniture allowance, equivalent to the furniture allowance payable to a Minister, is 
payable to the Judge-President.”.
