ACT 

To amend the Admission of Advocates Act, 1964, so 
as to provide for certain persons who have been admit­
ted to Namibia for temporary residence therein to be 
admitted to practise and authorized to be enrolled as 
advocates under certain circumstances; and to provide 
for matters incidental thereto. 

(Signed by the President on 11 August 1993) 

BE IT EN ACTED by the Parliament of the Re­
public of Namibia, as follows:-

1. Section 3 of the Admission of Advocates Act, 1964 
(hereinafter referred to as the principal Act), is hereby 
amended by the substitution for paragraph (c) of sub­
section (l) of the following paragraph: 

"(c) That he or she -

(i) is a Namibian citizen; or 

@2 [that he or she] in the case of such a person 
who is not a Namibian citizen -

(aa) has been lawfully admitted to Namibia 
for permanent residence therein and 
is ordinarily resident in Namibia; 
[and] .2!. 

(.£2) has been lawfull admitted to Namibia 
for temporary residence therein for the 
purpose of any employment in the 
service of the State; and". 

2. Section 7 of the principal Act is hereby amended 
by the substitution for subparagraph (ii) of paragraph (a) 
of subsection (l) of the following subparagraph:

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"(ii) m the case of such a person who Is not a 
Namibian citizen if-

(aa) in the case of a person referred to in 
paragraph ( c )(ii)( a a) of that subsection, he 
or she has ceased to be ordinarily resident 
in Namibia; or 

(bb) in the case of a erson referred to in 
paragraph (c)(ii)(bb) of that subsection he 
or she has ceased to be lawfully resident in 
Namibia or to be in the service of the State.". 

3. This Act shall be called the Admission of Advo­
cates Amendment Act, 1993 . 
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
