for the purposes of this paragraph, "offensive trade" means any of 
the businesses, trades, works or institutions mentioned in regulation 
l(a) of the regulations promulgated under Government Notice No. 
141 of 10 November 1926. 

(e) No cattle, pigs, goats, sheep, monkeys, beast of prey or draught­
animals shall be kept or allowed on the erf.".
