LEVYING OF ANNUAL FEES ON PERSONS REGISTERED WITH THE
MEDICAL ASSISTANT AND CLINICAL OFFICERS BOARD: ALLIED HEALTH
SERVICES PROFESSIONS ACT, 1993

The Minister of Health and Social Services, has under section 46(1) of the Allied Health
Services Professions Act, 1993 (Act No. 20 of 1993), and upon the recommendation of
the Medical Assistant and Clinical Officers Board, determined that in respect of each
financial year of the Medical Assistant and Clinical Officers Board -

(a) every registered medical assistant, clinical officer and rural medical aid, must pay
an annual fee of N$100.00 to that Board; and

(b) the annual fee is payable on 1 July of each year and not later than 31 January of the
following year.

AMENDMENT OF REGULATIONS RELATING TO THE FEES
PAYABLE TO AND BY THE PHARMACY BOARD:
PHARMACY PROFESSION ACT, 1993

The Minister of Health and Social Services has, under section 51(1) of the Pharmacy
Profession Act, 1993 (Act No. 23 of 1993), and on the recommendation of the Pharmacy
Board, made the regulations set out in the Schedule.
