(as amended), herewith gives notice of the following decisions:

1. Application for Spectrum Use Licences by Comprehensive Nuclear Test Ban Treaty
Organisation (CBTO)

The Authority resolved to award Spectrum Use Licence to CTBTO for the provision of fixed
satellite services as follows:

a) 6309.1 MHz (centre frequency) uplink (4.2 MHz bandwith); and
b) 4084.1 MHz (centre frequency) downlink (4.2 MHz bandwith).

2. Application to extend period of commencement of telecommunication services by
Virtua Porting XS (Pty) Ltd

The Authority resolved to grant Virtua Porting XS (Pty) Ltd an extension to commence
utilisation of its Class Network Facilities Telecommunications Service Licence for a period
of twelve (12) months from the date of publication of the final amendment to the Numbering
regulations, which amendments will introduce number portability.
